Part A: Objective Type Multiple Choice Questions (Marks: 30) 
[General Knowledge, Reasoning Ability, Comprehension Skill, Book Publishing & Production etc] 
Part B: Descriptive Type Questions (Marks 70) 
In both Part A and Part B of the written test, questions are set in English. For Part B, the candidates can answer 
either in English or in Bengali. 
INTERVIEW [Marks: 30] 
Candidates seeking admission to the course shall have to qualify in the Written Admission Test by securing at least 
20% of the marks and final selection will be made on the basis of cumulative score of the written test and interview. 
 
FEES  
Course Fee: Rs. 10,000/- (Rs.11, 000/- for sponsored candidates and Rs.25,000/- for NRI/ Foreign candidate). 
Course Fee is received in full at the time of admission in the form of a single crossed bank draft/banker's cheque 
drawn in favour of ''CU A/C P G DIPLOMA COURSE IN BOOK PUBLISHING’' payable at Kolkata.
