Overview of the Course
L Scope and Objective

The 74th Constitution Amendment Act of
India has assigned the function of Urban
Planning to the urban local bodies; and urban
planning includes socio-economic planning,
which goes beyond the conventional Town
Planning Exercise. In this context there is a
growing need for knowledge and expertise in
urban management and planning, particularly
for its socio-economic components. The
objective of the course is to impart the basic
training in urban management and planning in
a developing country like India.

II. Course Content

The course is divided into four quadrimesters
spread over twelve weeks each. The total
marks will be 800 marks equally divided
among the quadrimesters. The first - three
quadrimesters will be divided among twelve
modules, four in each. The last quadrimester
will be for a research project.
