in the Tender box kept in the Office of the undersigned with in the specified time mentioned in the NITwhich will be 

opened by the undersigned or by his representative  with in the specified time and date mentioned in the NIT The 

tendered must write the name of the work , NIT no , the date of opening and name of the bidder on the envelop 

failing which the tender will not be opened thus will be treated as cancelled.
